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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

between

the Delegation of the European Union to the Republic of Serbia,

and
the Ministry of Culture and Information of the Republic of Serbia

and

the National Library of Serbia

the European Union, represented by the European External Action Service, hereafter represented  by Mr Michael Davenport, Head of Delegation of the European Union to the Republic of Serbia (the Delegation), 

and

the Ministry of Culture and Information of the Republic of Serbia, hereafter represented by Mr Ivan Tasovac, Minister

and 

the National Library of Serbia, Cultural Institution of National Importance, hereafter represented by Ms Svetlana Jančić, Acting Director,
HAVE AGREED 

that the accession of Serbia to the EU generates a need for full and reliable access to information for the Serbian citizens about all the possibilities and advantages which EU membership will bring, about the functioning of the EU and cooperation between Serbia, the EU and its Member States. The libraries of Serbia are a vital source of quality information for the citizens of Serbia, including information about Serbia-EU relations, the European Union and its Member States. 

In view of the above the signing parties express their intention for the following:

1. The Delegation, directly and via its projects in Serbia, will grant the National Library of Serbia five print copies and one electronic copy of each new book and brochure, produced as part of the Delegation's information and communication activities.

2. Funding permitting, the Delegation will grant the National Library of Serbia additional copies of publications. The National Library of Serbia will distribute these copies to the libraries in Serbia in concordance with the estimation and libraries' needs. Funding permitting, the Delegation and the National Library of Serbia will contribute in the distribution costs. 

3. The undersigned will encourage the libraries of Serbia to create dedicated and clearly marked "Serbia in the EU" shelve in their premises that is easily accessible to visitors, for storing and displaying relevant publications received from various sources, both in Serbian and foreign languages. The Delegation will encourage EU Member States Embassies to donate relevant books to the shelves directly or via the National Library of Serbia.

4. The National Library of Serbia will create a separate "Serbia and the EU" rubric in its digital library that is open for public access, to be regularly updated as new publications arrive. The Delegation will create links to the rubric from its website and will promote it in other ways, as well as the digital library in general. 

5. The undersigned, acting directly and via dedicated projects, will cooperate to present and promote new publications and knowledge about Serbia-EU relations to citizens in libraries across Serbia, including visits, presentations, lectures, and other events. EU Member States Embassies will be invited to participate. 

6. Funds permitting, the Delegation will pursue cooperation with the National Library of Serbia, and other selected Serbian libraries in areas such as: training of library staff about Serbia-EU relations, sources of and access to EU related information, and relevant EU policies; and development of dedicated outreach and information programmes.   
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
