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MEMORANDUM TO THE COMMISSION
Subject: Adoption of the Cross-border programme between Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia under the IPA Cross-border co-operation component for the year 2009
The purpose of this Communication is to seek approval for the commitment of EUR 700,000 to finance the participation of Bosnia and Herzegovina and of EUR 1,100,000 to finance the participation of Serbia in the IPA cross-border programme between Bosnia and Herzegovina and the Republic of Serbia for 2009 from budget line 22.020401.
The legal basis for the use of the credits on budget line 22.020401 "IPA Cross-Border Co-operation" is provided by:

the Council Regulation (EC) No 1085/2006 of 17 July 2006 establishing an Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA).

The cross-border programme between Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia will provide financing for a maximum amount of EUR 1,800,000 to promote cooperation between people, communities and institutions in the bordering areas, aiming at the sustainable development, stability and prosperity of these areas, in the mutual interest of the citizens of the two countries.

The purpose of this Decision is: 

to provide a maximum amount of EUR 1,800,000 for the cross-border programme between Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia under the IPA-Cross-Border Co-operation component for 2009.
In accordance with Article 14 of Council Regulation (EC) No 1085/2006 of 17 July 2006, the IPA Committee has been consulted and has given a favourable opinion.
The Commission is invited to adopt the Decision annexed to this Communication.
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
