CONTRACT NOTICE - HOUSE ALARM SYSTEMS
Ref: ALARM/01-2010
1. Introduction
The Delegation of the European Union to Serbia – Belgrade - has the intention to entrust to a Company specialized in the security equipment the supply and maintenance of the house alarm systems to the European Union Delegation to Serbia – Belgrade for the accommodation units of its expatriate staff. 

2. Subject of the tender 
The objective of the tender is to conclude a framework supply contract for the alarm central systems as per the Technical specification listed in the Technical Bid (annexed).
3. Contract
The tender will conclude with the signature of a one-year contract, renewable annually. However, the total duration of the contract is limited to four years. 

The EU Delegation reserves the right to ask for the increase or the reduction of the items and maintenance service as per the Technical specification stated in the Technical Bid.
Each part of the contract execution will be governed by production of an individual Order form that has to be agreed upon and signed by each of the contracting parties.

The tenderer's offer must be drafted taking into account the provisions of the draft contract annexed to this Contract Notice (Framework Supply Contract and General Conditions attached).
4. Terms of payment

The same payment terms will be valid for each individual order form, such as:
Alarm system + installation: 

a. Advance payment up to 50% of the total offered value,

b. Final payment – payment of the remaining amount providing that delivery/programming/installation has been successfully completed.

Advance payment will be done providing an Order Form has been signed by both contracting parties and upon presentation of a Proforma invoice by the supplier clearly indicating the reference number of the Order Form.

The payment will be done by bank transfer to the Serbian Dinar account as designated by the supplier in the Financial Identification Form (annexed).

The Euro price stated in the tender will be recalculated in dinar equivalent by using the official rate of the European Union - the InforEuro
 of the month of invoicing.

The payment will be executed within 30 days from the date when the invoice is received.

Maintenance costs: 

Services will be paid in a month following the calendar month in which they have been provided and after the receipt of an invoice indicating the reference number of the contract. The payment will be done by bank transfer to the Serbian Dinar account designated in the contract by the company calculated per the InforEuro rate of the month of invoicing.

The payment will be executed within 30 days after the date when the invoice is received.

5. Grouping of companies
In the event of a grouping, one of the members of the group needs to confirm liability for the execution of the contract. In any case, at least one of the members of the group must be registered as a security company with the national authorities.
6. Exclusion Criteria

Article 93 (FR)

1. Candidates or tenderers shall be excluded from participation in procurement procedure if: 

· (a) they are bankrupt or being wound up, are having their affairs administered by the courts, have entered into an arrangement with creditors, have suspended business activities, are the subject of proceedings concerning those matters, or are in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national legislation or regulations; 

· (b) they have been convicted of an offence concerning their professional conduct by a judgment which has the force of res judicata; 

· (c) they have been guilty of grave professional misconduct proven by any means which the contracting authority can justify; 

· (d) they have not fulfilled obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are established or with those of the country of the contracting authority or those of the country where the contract is to be performed; 

· (e) they have been the subject of a judgment which has the force of res judicata for fraud, corruption, involvement in a criminal organisation or any other illegal activity detrimental to the Communities' financial interests; 

· (f) they are currently subject to an administrative penalty referred to in Article 96(1). 
Article 94 (FR)

A contract shall not be awarded to candidates or tenderers who, during the procurement procedure for this contract: 

· (a) are subject to a conflict of interest; 

· (b) are guilty of misrepresentation in supplying the information required by the contracting authority as a condition of participation in the procurement procedure or fail to supply this information; 

· (c) find themselves in one of the situations of exclusion, referred to in Article 93(1), for this procurement procedure.

Article 96 (FR)

1. The contracting authority may impose administrative or financial penalties on the following: 

· (a) candidates or tenderers in the cases referred to in point (b) of Article 94; 

· (b) contractors who have been declared to be in serious breach of their obligations under contracts covered by the budget. 

Means of proof:

Candidates and tenderers shall provide a Declaration of Honour (annexed), duly signed and dated, stating that they are not in one of the situations referred to in Articles 93 and 94 of the Financial Regulation.

7. Selection Criteria

Personal situation
· All eligible legal persons may apply
· The participation of an ineligible legal person will result in the automatic exclusion of that person
· Tenderer must be authorised to perform the services stated in the Technical Specification under national law.
Means of proof:

Tenderer shall prove that he is authorised to perform the contract under national law by filling in and signing the Legal Entity Form (annexed) accompanied by the evidence of inclusion in a trade or professional register, or entry in the VAT register, or a membership of a specific organisation.
Economic and financial capacity 

· Statement of turnover concerning the supplies and services covered by this contract of at least 30.000 EUR per year over the last two years.
Means of proof:

A statement of turnover concerning the works, supplies or services covered by the contract during a period which may be no more than the last two financial years.
Technical capacity
· The tenderer has to be an authorized retailer of the alarm brand
· At least 1 English speaking technician with 2 years experience in security technology 
· A guarantee of 1 year on full equipment has to be provided including the immediate replacement of not working parts
Means of proof

· Certificate – authorizing retailer of the alarm brand

· Educational and professional qualification of the service provider, in particular, those of the person or persons responsible for providing the services;
· List of the principal services provided in the past three years, with dates and recipients, public or private, especially those services provided to international or foreign companies, diplomatic missions or representations of international organizations. 
1. All documents have to be presented in the same order as listed above. 

2. All original documents in Serbian should be translated in any of the EU official languages.

Failure to respect the above listed rules will lead to exclusion from further proceedings.

8. Award Criteria

The contract will be awarded to the selected tender who receives the highest total of points and who passes the 25 points threshold on both Quality and Price.
· Quality of proposed equipment




50 points

· Price of proposed equipment and complementary costs

50 points
Please be advised that scoring under the second award criteria ["Price of proposed equipment and complementary costs"] will be evaluated on the basis of price for 4 years.
Minimum required points for each category (Quality and Price) should not be less than 25.
9. Technical  Bid
-
Completed, signed by an authorized person and stamped copy of Technical bid as annexed (its format cannot be altered in any shape or content).

10. Financial bid
-
Completed, signed by an authorized person and stamped copy of the Price Quotation Form (the format of the Price Quotation Form cannot be altered in any shape or content).
The attention of the tenderer is drawn to the following points concerning the price quotation: 

- 
It has to be expressed in Euros (EUR) – VAT excluded; 
- 
It has to be written according to the Price Quotation Form;

Prices must be clear and readable without any doubt or confusion.

Offer has to be signed by duly authorized representative of the company

-
The price should be quoted free of all taxes, duties and VAT as the Delegation is exempted of VAT. The Company is however responsible for all legal obligations on taxation, duties and VAT. The Company is obliged to follow all legal obligations of the country;

· or by hand delivery, either in person or by an authorized representative or private courier  service, at the latest at 12:00 hours of the date mentioned above. In this case, the proof of submission of the offer is established by means of a receipt dated and signed by the Delegation.
12. Procedures
Offers must be placed in one sealed envelope which should be marked:

Not to be opened by the internal mail department".

Inside this envelope, two other sealed envelopes should be placed:

Envelope 1 – comprising documents required under Selection Criteria and Technical Bid

Not to be opened by the internal mail department".

Envelope 2

"Offer for House Alarm Systems
FINANCIAL BID to Tender by (name of the company)

Not to be opened by the internal mail department".

If self-adhesive envelopes are used, they must be sealed with adhesive tape and the sender must sign across the tape.
Offers must be submitted in THREE COPIES (1 original + 2 Xerox copy) in any of the official languages of the European Union.
Failure to respect the above listed procedure will lead to exclusion from further proceedings.
