CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The Contract shall be consisted of, but not limited to:

1. Construction of the sewage system, diameter ( 300 mm, app. length 2,2 km with auxiliary facilities;

2. Construction of surface water drainage system, diameter from ( 300 mm - ( 1400 mm, app. length 2,8 km with auxiliary facilities;

3. Construction of internal water network system, diameter from DN 110 – DN 225, app. length 1,9 km with auxiliary facilities;

4. Construction of the road network consisted of two parts: a) category II streets network, app length 1,4 km and b) access road, app length 600m;

5. Leveling adjustment consisted of area cleaning of unable earth material, excavation, transport, planning and compacting of app 37,000 m3 of earth material.

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers which are established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.

10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 35,000 Euro (thirty five thousand Euro) when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the second best admissible tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

An optional information meeting and site visit will be held on the 2nd February 2009 at 10.00 a.m. in the premises of the Muncipality of Vrsac, Trg Pobede 1, 263000 Vrsac. All tenderers willing to participate in information meeting and site visit are obliged to confirm their presence on at least 3 days before the date stated in this Article.

16. Selection criteria
16.a
Financial/Economic Capacity

i. The Tenderer (as this consortium, a partner or a sole tenderer) to have realized total average annual turnover for construction work over the last financial 3 years of at least Euro 7,000,000.

ii. The Tenderer should demonstrate financial resources to cover the Euro 600,000.

16.b
Professional Capacity

The Tenderer must be a registered firm or natural person capable of carrying out the specified works.

16.c
Technical capacity

The tenderer must have completed (provisional or final acceptance has been issued, or equivalent certificates issued by previous Employers, Contracting Authorities, Clients or Engineers), at least 3 projects of similar nature and complexity (where similar nature and complexity means at least 2 projects consisted of construction or reconstruction of the water or waste water network with value of more than 1.0 M€ each and at least 1 project consisted of construction or reconstruction of the roads with value more than 1,5 M€), over the last 5 years period prior to the deadline for submission of the offers.
