The European Commission is providing funding (under the EU IPA 2007 National Programme) for the reconstruction of two electrostatic precipitators in Thermo Power Plant Nikola Tesla, Obrenovac.
The objective of the investment project “Emissions reduction from Nikola Tesla A and B thermal power plants” is to significantly reduce the dust emissions from 305MW Unit A6 at the Nikola Tesla A power plant and 620MW Unit B2 at the Nikola Tesla B power plant, and make a major contribution towards meeting the Environmental Acquis as required under the Energy Community Treaty (The dust emissions following the successful completion of this project should be reduced below the limits set by the relevant EU Environmental Directive). 

The design&works contracts for the reconstruction of two electrostatic precipitators in Thermo Power Plant Nikola Tesla, Obrenovac, will be implemented in two lots: Lot 1 will be the reconstruction of the 305MW Unit A6 at the Nikola Tesla A power plant, and Lot 2 (under a separate works contract) will be the reconstruction of the 620MW Unit B2 at the Nikola Tesla B power plant. The design&works contracts will be let in accordance with PRAG contract conditions. The design&works contracts are likely to include: detailed design (on the basis of the already prepared functional specifications), delivery of materials and equipment, civil, mechanical and electrical works, as well as removal of asbestos-bearing insulation, and commissioning.
The purpose of the project is to assist both the Delegation of the European Commission to the Republic of Serbia (as the Contracting Authority) and the beneficiary in the procurement process for the design&works contracts, and in the supervision and implementation of these projects. The Supervising Engineer will be responsible inter alia for assisting in the preparation of implementation plans, monitoring of contractors, advising the beneficiary on project and site management issues, progress assessment and verification issues, site monitoring for construction, quality control, and supervision of commissioning and testing.

Required specific field of expertise: supervision of the construction of pollution mitigation projects in the power sector.

Scope for additional services
The Contracting Authority may, at its own discretion, extend the project in duration and/or scope subject to the availability of funding, up to a maximum not exceeding the length and value of the initial contract. Any extension of the contract would be subject to satisfactory performance by the Contractor.

CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION
11. 
Eligibility
Except for those beneficiary organisations mentioned in Article 7, participation is open to all  legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of candidates which are established in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also item 30 below). Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

Candidature
All eligible natural and legal persons (as per item 11 above) or groupings of such persons (consortia) may apply.

A consortium may be a permanent, legally-established grouping or a grouping which has been constituted informally for a specific tender procedure.  All members of a consortium (ie, the leader and all other members) are jointly and severally liable to the Contracting Authority.

The participation of an ineligible natural or legal person (as per item 11) will result in the automatic exclusion of that person.  In particular, if that ineligible person belongs to a consortium, the whole consortium will be excluded.

Number of applications
No more than one application can be submitted by a natural or legal person whatever the form of participation (as an individual legal entity or as leader or member of a consortium submitting an application).  In the event that a natural or legal person submits more than one application, all applications in which that person has participated will be excluded.

Shortlist alliances prohibited
Any tenders received from tenderers comprising firms other than those mentioned in the short-listed application forms will be excluded from this restricted tender procedure. Short-listed candidates may not form alliances or subcontract to each other for the contract in question.

Grounds for exclusion
As part of the application form, candidates must submit a signed declaration, included in the standard application form, to the effect that they are not in any of the exclusion situations listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.

Sub-contracting
Sub-contracting is not allowed.

Number of candidates to be short-listed
On the basis of the applications received, between 4-8 candidates will be invited to submit detailed tenders for this contract. If the number of eligible candidates meeting the selection criteria is less than the minimum of 4, the Contracting Authority may invite the candidates who satisfy the criteria to submit a tender.

The Invitation to Tender will be issued in electronic format only. Tenderers requiring hard copies will be requested to provide their courier Account number or else undertake to pay the courier by “Transport Collect”.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

Selection criteria
The following selection criteria will be applied to candidates. In the case of applications submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:

Economic and financial capacity of candidate (based on item 3 of the application form)

(a) the average annual turnover of the candidate for the last two years (2006 and 2007) must exceed  500,000 Euro; and

(b) the averages of cash and cash equivalents at the beginning and end of year are positive.

Professional capacity of candidate (based on items 4 and 5 of the application form)

(a) at least 8 permanent staff working for the candidates currently work in fields related to this contract; and

Technical capacity of candidate (based on items 5 and 6 of the application form)
· The candidate has completed (i.e. where the final report has been approved) at least two projects (where the candidate’s proportion at or greater than Euro 250,000.00 for services in each project) in the specific field of expertise as set out/described in Article 7 within the last five year period (2004, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2008) prior to the closing date of submission of the application
If more than 8 eligible candidates meet the above selection criteria, the relative strengths and weaknesses of the applications of these candidates must be reexamined to identify the eight best applications for the tender procedure.  The only factors which will be taken into consideration during this re-examination is the number of relevant projects eligible under the above-mentioned criteria 3 (a). If two or more candidates reach the same number of relevant projects the candidates with a higher total value will prevail.
