CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The works comprise the upgrade of the Electrostatic Precipitator System which reduces the particulate emissions from Units A6 and B2 to below LCPD particulate emission limits for a sustained period of time. The scope of works is production of the Detailed Design on the basis of the functional Specifications, delivery of components, construction, commissioning, return of the Units in operation, tests on completion.
The objective of the investment project “Emissions reduction from Nikola Tesla A and B thermal power plants” is to significantly reduce the dust emissions from 305MW Unit A6 at the Nikola Tesla A power plant and 620MW Unit B2 at the Nikola Tesla B power plant, and make a major contribution towards meeting the Environmental Acquis as required under the Energy Community Treaty (The dust emissions following the successful completion of this project should be reduced below the limits set by the relevant EU Environmental Directive). 

The design&works contracts for the reconstruction of two electrostatic precipitators in Thermo Power Plant Nikola Tesla, Obrenovac, will be implemented in two lots: Lot 1 will be the reconstruction of the 305MW Unit A6 at the Nikola Tesla A power plant, and Lot 2 (under a separate works contract) will be the reconstruction of the 620MW Unit B2 at the Nikola Tesla B power plant. The design&works contracts will be let in accordance with PRAG contract conditions. The design&works contracts are likely to include: detailed design (on the basis of the already prepared functional specifications), delivery of materials and equipment, civil, mechanical and electrical works, as well as removal of asbestos-bearing insulation, and commissioning.

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers bidding the Lot 1 must provide a tender guarantee on €120,000, and tenderers bidding the Lot 2 must provide a tender guarantee on €100,000 when submitting their tenders. These guarantees will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

A clarification meeting will be held by the Contracting Authority 15/06/2009 at 15.00 in the premises of the Contracting Authority.

The tenderer is strongly advised to visit and inspect the site of the works and its surroundings for the purpose of assessing, at its own responsibility, expense and risk, factors necessary for the preparation of its tender and the signing of the contract for the works.

Optional site visit will be held prior to Tender submission from 16/06/2009 to 19/06/2009. 

Each Tenderer will be entitled up to 1 day for the Site Visit. No further Site Visits will be allowed.

In order to attend the Site Visit, each Tenderer has to make prior arrangements with the Beneficiary’s (EPS) representative. A written request to attend the Site Visit shall be sent to the Beneficiary ( fax number: +381-11-87-55-500 attention of Mr Djordji Biljanovski TE Nikola Tesla copy to Delegation of the European Commission to the Republic of Serbia, Operations/Infrastructure/Energy,  fax number: +381 11 3083 201. The Tenderer shall be notified in due time about the schedule of the Site Visits.
Deadline for requesting participation in the Site Visit shall be 10/06/2009. Tenderers will not be entitled to request participation in the Site Visits if they have not previously requested a Tender Dossier for the project.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of implementation of tasks
Contract signature is scheduled to be in October 2009. Time of completion is approximately 27 months. A detailed schedule will be included in the Tender Dossier.


SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
The minimum selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

a) He must be a registered firm or natural person or a consortium (proven by signed agreement) capable of carrying out the specified works.

b)  He (consortium as a whole or sole tenderer) must have completed at least two design&works projects of the construction of new electrostatic precipitators or the reconstruction/retrofit of the old electrostatic precipitators comparable to the design&works concerned in this tender over the last 5 years (i.e. in the years from 01 January 2004 until the date of submission of the offer). The bidder will prove his references by submitting copies of the taking over certificate signed by the engineer or contracting authority of the project concerned, and Contracting Authority reserves the right to check the accuracy and validity of the information given by the bidders in relation to reference project(s).

The lead partner in a joint venture must have undertaken at least 30% of the works on a project for the reconstruction of electrostatic precipitators where the project was finished in the last 5 years. 

NB: The joint venture as a whole must satisfy the minimum qualifications required below

a) Consortium as a whole or sole tenderer annual turnovers in construction works in the past 3 accounting years (2006, 2007 and 2008) must be equivalent to €10,000,000 a year at least. The annual turnover of the Lead Partner of the consortium in construction works for the last 3 accounting years must be equivalent to €5,000,000 a year at least. 
b) The joint venture must carry out at least 50% of the contract works by his own resources, which means that he must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to enable him to carry out that percentage of the contract. 

c) If he is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, he must have the ability to carry out at least 30% of the contract works by his own means.

d) If he is another partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) he must have the ability to carry out at least 10% of the contract works by his own means

e) If he is a sole tenderer he must prove the access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cashflow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must be at least EUR 5,000,000.00. 

 (f) All his key personnel for the project located in Serbia must have adequate relevant experience and proven qualifications relevant to works of a similar nature to this project.
