VISIBILITY INSTRUCTION NOTE TO CONTRACTORS AND GRANTEES
In an effort to make EU assistance to Serbia – both financial and technical expertise – more clearly visible and identifiable, the Delegation has designed a set of requirements that should take our projects in this direction.
These instructions come in addition to the standard EU Visibility Guidelines for External Assistance produced by the European Commission and special guidelines for local visibility actions in Serbia already produced by the Delegation.
This Annex to the already existing visibility documents is aimed at establishing a standardized approach to naming EU funded projects, to creating a coherent and coordinated way of communicating EU projects to the public, but also to the beneficiary community EU funded projects cover.  
1. Projects which are 100% funded by the EU should have a clear indication that this is the case. Such projects should carry easily identifiable names such as “European Union support/assistance to/for…..”.

2. Such projects in visual sense should also carry clear EU branding (EU flag, use of yellow and blue letters or similar).

3. Contractual project names have no relevance for the points 1 and 2 above. Communicating projects to the public and within the beneficiary community should be clear, easy and easily understandable. The fact the EU is funding a particular project should be the ultimate point of communication and this should be clearly communicated to all audiences.
4. Public recognition of EU funded projects through the use of an easily recognizable name, has no legal reflection on contractual issues. 

5. Projects with predominant EU funding, with third party co-funding will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis. Such projects should also carry the “European support to..”  identification.
6. Implementing partners, regardless whether they are international organizations, beneficiaries of direct agreements with the Delegation or consulting companies will adhere to these obligations.
7. In case of reluctance of any entity that is involved in co-funded projects to adhere to these requirements, the consultant/grantee/beneficiary shall revert to the Delegation to settle the issue with the party concerned.
